Question from Stan Bohn: Is there a small group or family in New
Creation that would want to have a Homeless Shelter outing? This
would involve making a meal for about 20 persons, plus themselves,
bringing it to the Shelter by 6 PM and eating with the residents. They
could leave by 6:45 or linger longer if they liked. Sometimes there are
children who can be invited to play table games.

The shelter uses disposable tableware so there is no clean-up except
for the serving dishes we bring. The dates for which we need a supper
are any day from Wednesday Sept. 23 to Tuesday, Sept. 29. It is not
required that a group make a meal; they can buy pizza, salad and some
dessert if that works better.

If they do make a meal, it helps to visit the shelter and look at the
supply of donated canned and frozen food that has accumulated and
see if some of that can be used.
